“Jadi Sime Darby telah mengeluarkan notis pengusiran paksa dan mereka diberi
tempoh sehingga 25 September dan selepas itu penternak-penternak ini tidak
dibenarkan masuk ke ladang,” katanya kepada media ketika ditemui di depan
pintu utama Bangunan Sultan Salahuddin Abdul Aziz Shah, di Shah Alam, hari ini.

Ghandi berkata dalam memorandum hari ini, pihaknya mengemukakan tiga
tuntutan kepada kerajaan negeri, termasuk menghentikan semua bentuk
pengusiran paksa oleh pihak berkuasa tempatan sehingga mesyuarat rundingan
diadakan antara semua pihak berkepentingan.

“Rabies cases have decreased
from 43 per centin 2018, the peak of
the outbreak when it just started, to
now just 13 per cent this year.

“Special thanks to the
Department of Veterinary Services
Sarawak (DVS) for the vaccination
effort.

“At the same time, | would like
to give thanks to the Immune Belt
Enforcement Team (IBET) for their
assistance near our border, which is
a critical part of our fight,” he said.

Inthe meantime, Abang Johari

stated the state government is
committed to eliminating rabies,
with strategies including the mass
vaccination of dogs, microchipping
and licensing, as well as targeted
removals and surveillance of the
disease.

“Moreover, the IBET has been
established to ensure at least 70
per cent herd immunity along the
border areas, safeguarding against
cross-border transmission.

“Rabies is not just a responsibility
for the government or heaith

professionals alone. It is a shared
responsibility and a true test of
the One Health approach. Every
citizen, every pet owner, and every
community member has a role to
play.

“We must remember that even a
simple scratch from a contaminated
claw can be as dangerous as a bite,
and that both dogs and cats are
capable of transmitting the virus.
To succeed, we must embrace
collective responsibility, vigilance
and compassion,” he said.

ZERO RABIES GOAL BY 2030
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KUCHING: Sarawak has set a target to achieve zero
rabies by 2030 with a commitment to provide free
vaccinations for pets.

Minister for Food Industry, Commodity and
Regional Development Datuk Sri Dr. Stephen
Rundi Utom said Sarawak recorded 80 deaths
from 87 rabies cases, a worrying figure for the
state government.

He said the Sarawak Government is committed to
providing free vaccinations by mobilising teams,
especially from the Department of Veterinary
Services (DVS).

“However, this effort cannot be done by the
authorities alone where the Health Department,
DVS, local authorities, communities and animal
lovers need to work together.

“Enforcement alone is not enough, we
need to raise awareness because frankly,
no one should die from rabies,” he said in
his speech during the gala dinner held in
conjunction with Rabies In Borneo 2025 at
the Borneo Convention Centre Kuching
(BCCK) here on Tuesday (Sept 30).

Dr. Rundi stressed that educating and
creating awareness in the community is
among the latest efforts of the state
government regarding rabies, which is 100
per cent preventable.

He explained that indifference to the
dangers of rabies can bring harm to
oneself and those in the community.

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ENHANCE CROSS-BORDER WITH KALIMANTAN TO BOOST FIGHT
AGAINST RABIES- DR NOOR HISHAM
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Enhance cross-border ties with Kalimantan to
boost fight against rabies — Dr Noor Hisham

KUCHING: Sarawak should
strengthen cross-border
collaboration with Kalimantan,
Indonesia to effectively combat
rabies, said Tan Sri Dr Noor
Hisham Abdullah.

The UCSI Healthcare Group
chairman pointed out that
genomic studies have traced the
source of recent rabies outbreak
in the state to the neighbouring
province.

“In Borneo, we need to look
at the porous borders that we
have and the movement of stray
dogs, for example, coming from
Kalimantan.

“I think we need to work with
our neighbours for when we did
the genomic studies, it shows
that the virus genome is coming
from Kalimantan, so that’s
why | think our focus is there,”
he said.

He said this in his special
address at the opening of the
Rabies in Borneo (RIB) 2025
conference here yesterday.

Dr Noor Hisham emphasised
that controlling rabies required
a ‘whole-of-government and
whole-of-society approach’,
and urged closer cooperation
between public and private
sectors both locally and

regionally.

“We need to embrace the role
of digital health tools, super
apps, and artificial intelligence
to monitor and track, project
and predict the spread of cases
as well as people to map out
high-risk areas with pinpoint
accuracy, drone mapping of
cases, coupled with the strategic
planning of vaccination.

“Hopefully by 2030, we will
be able to eradicate rabies in
Borneo,” he said.

The former Health director-
general also stressed the
importance of public education
and community engagement,
drawing parallels with Covid-19
pandemic measures.

"During the pandemic, we
taught our community what to

do and not to do such as washing
your hands, wearing face masks
and avoiding crowded places,
amongst others.

“These are some of the simple
messages that we shared with
the public and most importantly,
engage with them.

“‘If we can manage the
expectation of the public, then
rest assured we can gain the
public trust and the community
will come together to make a
real difference,” he said.

On RIB 2025, jointly organised
by the Department of
Veterinary Services Sarawak in
collaboration with Place Borneo,
Dr Noor Hisham said the fourth
edition of the event aimed to
establish RIB as a platform
for rabies prevention and
control, uniting the people and
community towards a rabies-
free Borneo.

“Under the theme ‘Uniting
People, Animals and
Communities’, the conference
aims to share insights of the
latest scientific advancement
practical intervention and
solutions in rabies prevention
and control, ultimately the
master plan in eradication by
2030,” he said.
