“Pemeriksaan lanjut pegawai 
mendapati orang yang 
disyaki (OYDS) turut berada 
di sekitar lokasi kejadian.

"Rampasan dadah itu 
dianggarkan bernilai RM1.58 
juta dan dalam serbuan 
sama, dua lelaki warga 
Indonesia ditahan untuk 
siasatan lanjut mengikut 
Seksyen 39B Akta Dadah 
Berbahaya 1952," katanya 
dalam kenyataan hari ini.

Menurutnya, kejayaan itu 
membuktikan komitmen 
berterusan PGA dalam 
membanteras aktiviti 
penyeludupan di kawasan 
sempadan selain memastikan 
keselamatan dan 
ketenteraman awam sentiasa 
terpelihara.

Beliau berkata, selain kes 
dadah, operasi itu turut 
menumpaskan kegiatan 
penyelewengan dan 
penyeludupan pelbagai 
barang kawalan serta 
barangan tidak bercukai 
seperti diesel bersubsidi, 
gula kasar, minyak masak, 
produk sejuk beku, minuman 
keras dan rokok tanpa 
dokumen atau permit yang 
sah.

"Sindiket dikesan 
menggunakan premis, stor 
simpanan serta kenderaan 
bagi tujuan pengangkutan 
dan pengedaran, manakala 
beberapa individu warga 
tempatan serta warga asing 
turut ditahan untuk siasatan 
lanjut.

"Kesemua tangkapan dan 
barang rampasan diserahkan

kepada agensi berkaitan 
termasuk Kementerian 
Perdagangan Dalam Negeri 
(KPDN), Jabatan 
Perkhidmatan Veterinar, 
Jabatan Kastam Diraja 
Malaysia (JKDM) serta IPD 
berkaitan untuk tindakan 
lanjut mengikut undang-
undang berkuat kuasa," 
katanya.

Secara kumulatif, dalam 
tempoh keseluruhan operasi 
bermula 1 Januari hingga 31 
Mac 2026,PGA Briged 
Sarawak merekodkan 182 kes 
dengan nilai rampasan 
berjumlah RM117.47 juta serta 
168 tangkapan, membabitkan 
127 warga tempatan dan 41

A MAN believed to be in his 
40s has been detained by the 
Selangor Department of 
Veterinary Services (DVS) 
following public outrage over 
a viral video showing a kitten 
being repeatedly thrown 
against a wall and onto a 
mattress at a self-service 
laundrette in the Kajang 
area.

The department said in a 
statement that its officers 
were called to conduct an 
inspection at about 11am 
yesterday after a 59-second 
video circulated widely on 
social media, prompting

complaints and concern from 
the public.

During the inspection at the 
premises, officers found a 
kitten believed to be the 
same animal seen in the 
video.

“Further checks by officers 
found that the suspect, a 
man in his 40s, was also 
present near the scene,” the 
statement said.

“Preliminary investigations 
indicated that the suspect is 
believed to have committed 
the act between 3.40am and

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3.50am yesterday,”  the 
statement added.

The suspect was detained for 
further investigation and a 
remand application was 
submitted under Section 117 
of the Criminal Procedure 
Code (Act 593).

SHAH ALAM: The Selangor 
Department of Veterinary 
Services (DVS) has detained a 
man suspected of abusing a 
kitten in an incident at a self-
service laundrette in the 
Kajang area near here.

Selangor DVS said in a 
statement that the man, 
believed to be in his 40s, was 
detained after the 
department was deployed to 
the scene at about 11am 
today to conduct an 
inspection.

An 18-second video went viral 
earlier on social media 
showing the cat being 
abused by two children, 
sparking outrage among 
netizens.

The video showed one child 
pulling a rope tied around.

Meanwhile, the kitten 
believed to have been 
abused and a mobile phone 
believed to belong to the 
suspect were also seized for 
further examination and 
investigation under 
Subsection 29(1)(a) of the 
Animal Welfare Act 2015.-NST
