KUALA LUMPUR, 26 Jan 
(Bernama) -- Bekalan ayam 
dan telur di pasaran 
tempatan dijangka 
mencukupi dan tidak 
berdepan sebarang masalah 
terutama menjelang 
Ramadan bulan depan, kata 
Menteri Pertanian dan 
Keterjaminan Makanan 
Datuk Seri Mohamad Sabu.

Beliau berkata jangkaan itu 
dibuat berdasarkan data 
Kementerian yang 
menunjukkan status kedua-
dua barangan berkenaan 
Ketika ini agak stabil di 
pasaran.

“Bagaimanapun, kadangkala 
ada beberapa faktor seperti 
penyeludupan yang berisiko 
menjejaskan bekalan di 
pasaran, sebab itu kita mahu 
semua pihak yang terlibat 
dan kementerian berkaitan 
untuk mengawal perkara ini 
(penyeludupan) supaya tidak 
berlaku.

“Selain itu, dalam soal import 
bekalan ayam, kementerian 
juga akan sentiasa 
memastikannya seimbang 
dengan pengeluaran 
tempatan ,” katanya pada sesi 
soal jawab di Dewan Rakyat 
hari ini.

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Beliau menjawab soalan 
tambahan Kalam Salan (PN-
Sabak Bernam) mengenai 
perancangan untuk 
memastikan kestabilan 
bekalan ayam di pasaran 
selain mengurangkan import 
ayam sebagai langkah 
melindungi pendapatan 
penternak kecil dan 
sederhana.

Menjawab soalan tambahan 
Datuk Dr Richard Rapu @ 
Aman Anak Begri (GPS-
Betong) mengenai langkah 
membantu penternak kecil 
yang berdepan tekanan kos 
makanan ayam, Mohamad 
berkata Institut Penyelidikan 
dan Kemajuan Pertanian 
Malaysia (MARDI) dan 
Jabatan Pertanian telah 
membangunkan bahan 
mentah alternatif.

Beliau berkata ia termasuk 
penggunaan isi rong sawit, 
larva Black Soldier Fly dan 
jagung bijirin tempatan 
sebagai makanan ternakan.

Mohamad berkata setakat ini, 
sebanyak 15 syarikat terlibat 
untuk inisiatif tanaman 
jagung bijrin tempatan, 
dengan kerajaan 
memberikan sokongan awal 
daripada aspek kewangan 
dan logistik.

Menjawab soalan asal 
Richard mengenai strategi 
Kementerian untuk 
membantu penternak kecil 
beralih ke reban tertutup, 

Mohamad berkata 
transformasi berkenaan 
mengambil kira tahap 
kesiapsiagaan penternak 
dalam aspek infrastruktur 
dan logistik.

“Sehingga Disember 2025,

7 Januari: Exco kerajaan 
Selangor, Ng Sze Han 
mendedahkan bahawa 
selepas menerima rayuan 
daripada para penternak, 
beliau segera menghubungi 
Timbalan Menteri Pertanian 
dan Keterjaminan Makanan, 
Datuk Chan Foong Hin dan 
JPV serta turut 
membangkitkan isu itu 
dalam mesyuarat Exco.

melonggarkan lesen.

10 Januari: Sultan Selangor, 
SultanSharafuddin Idris Shah 
menzahirkan dukacita dan 
tidak bersetuju dengan 
perancangan kerajaan negeri 
membenarkan operasi 
sementara penternakan babi 
di Tanjong Sepat, sebelum 
dipindahkan ke Bukit Tagar 
pada 2030.

12 Januari: Exco Infrastruktur 
dan Pertanian Selangor, 
Datuk Izham Hashim berkata, 
pemindahan ladang 
penternakan babi ke lokasi 
khas di kawasan Bukit Tagar, 

Hulu Selangor akan 
disegerakan pada tahun ini 
berbanding perancangan 
terdahulu yang dijangka 
pada 2030.

13 Januari: Kerajaan negeri 
akan menyegerakan kajian 
penilaian impak alam sekitar 
(EIA) dan sosial (SIA) sebelum 
melaksanakan pembangunan 
ladang ternakan babi 
berpusat di Bukit Tagar.

16 Januari: 37 NGO Melayu 
Islam menyerahkan 
memorandum bantahan 
cadangan projek ladang babi 
berskala besar didakwa 
berdekatan penduduk 
Melayu di Bukit Tagar.

17 Januari: Penduduk Felda di 
sekitar Hulu Selangor 
meneruskan perhimpunan 
membantah cadangan 
memindahkan pusat 
penternakan babi dari 
Tanjung Sepat ke Bukit Tagar 
yang didakwa terlalu hampir 
dengan kawasan 
penempatan dan sumber air.

23 Januari: Perdana Menteri,

KUALA LUMPUR, Jan 26 — A 
Monash University Malaysia 
virologist said modern pig 
farming only protects public 
health if it removes the key 
transmission pathways that 
fuelled Malaysia’s 1998-1999 
Nipah virus outbreak.

Assoc Prof Dr Sharifah Syed 
Hassan said modern pig 
farming can protect public 
health “if all elements” of the 
system are followed, 
including measures to 
reduce exposure to vectors 
and prevent the entry of 
infected pigs.

“Modern  farming system’s  
main purpose is to reduce 
odour, flies, wastewater and 
reduce its negative impact 
on animal health, public 
health, the environment and 
social wellbeing,”  Dr Sharifah 
from Monash University 
Malaysia’s Jeffrey Cheah 
School of Medicine and 
Health Sciences told 
CodeBlue in an email 
interview.

Dr Sharifah, formerly director 
of research at the 
Department of Veterinary 
Services (DVS), said claims

Nipah Risk Hinges on Pig Farm Site, Bat Exposure, Says Monash

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linking modern pig farming 
projects to Nipah outbreaks 
often misunderstand how the 
virus was introduced into 
pigs.

“It  should be understood that 
during the outbreaks of 
Nipah virus (NiV) in pigs and 
humans, the introduction or 
transmission of NiV into pigs 
are from the bats,” she said, 
adding that bats “harbour 
hundreds of species of 
viruses” .

The molecular virologist said 
major factors supporting 
Nipah outbreaks included 
open pen systems and pig 
farms located in orchards, 
which increased the 
likelihood of pigs being 
exposed to bat secretions. 
She said pigs could become 
infected after eating half-
eaten fruit contaminated 
with bat saliva or through 
exposure to bat excreta.

Nipah would then spread 
from pigs to pigs and pigs to 
humans, particularly within 
the same farm, through the 
respiratory route. Dr Sharifah 
added that wider spread 
across Malaysia occurred 
through the purchase and 
movement of Nipah-infected 
pigs between farms.

“The  major contributing 
factor is the vicinity of pig 
farms surrounded by 
orchards and the virally-
infected half-eaten fruits

from the saliva of the bats,” 
she said. “In other words if 
there is no exposure from bat 
secretion whatsoever, the 
risk is very low or nil.”

Dr Sharifah said risk remains 
low “whether the farms are 
sporadic or centralised”, as 
long as the main 
contributing factors are not 
present.

The vector-borne disease 
researcher cautioned that 
modern pig farms are not 
automatically protected if 
biosecurity measures are not 
enforced, especially when 
animals are brought in from 
outside.

“Already  infected sick pigs 
from other ‘dirty’ farms may 
enter the herd if biosecurity 
measures are not 
undertaken,”  she said.

“If biosecurity measures are 
fully abided,”  she said, 
practices such as disease 
testing before entry, 
quarantine, and all-in-all-out 
systems can help keep pig 
herds “clean from NiV or any 
other zoonotic viruses” .

Dr Sharifah said biosecurity 
and biosafety measures such 
as movement control, 
quarantine, active testing 
and surveillance, reporting, 
and early warning systems 
can help identify zoonotic 
spillovers in both centralised 
and dispersed farms, but
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stressed that outcomes 
depend on implementation 
and enforcement.

She said strong biosecurity is 
particularly critical for 
African swine fever (ASF), 
which has affected Malaysia’s  
pig industry in recent years.

Dr Sharifah said ASF remains 
a major threat to pig farms 
and that “the ‘find one, call 
all’ approach is the most 
practical way to help 
eradicate it, especially when 
coupled with testing and 
culling” .

ASF has “a devastatingly high 
mortality rate, often reaching 
up to 100 per cent, especially 
with highly virulent strains”,  
as the virologist warned that 
infected pigs that survive 
“end up being carriers” .

Beyond zoonotic diseases, Dr 
Sharifah said modern pig 
farming makes 
environmental and public 
nuisance risks easier to 
control, including 
wastewater, odour, and 
vectors.

However, she cautioned that 
areas with high pig 
concentrations may increase 
risks of vector-borne diseases 
like Japanese encephalitis 
(mosquito-borne) and the 
emergence of other 
arboviruses that may use 
pigs as amplifying hosts.

Selangor Menteri Besar 
Amirudin Shari announced 
earlier today a suspension of 
the Bukit Tagar centralised 
pig farming project in Hulu 
Selangor following heavy 
criticism, saying alternative 
sites would be identified.

Last Friday, Prime Minister 
Anwar Ibrahim urged the 
Selangor state government 
to cancel the Bukit Tagar 
project and consider 
relocating it, saying that 
location matters even if the 
best technology is used.

In CodeBlue’s report, veteran 
virologist Prof Dr Lam Sai Kit, 
whose team discovered 
Nipah during Malaysia’s 1999 
outbreak, said centralised 
farms could strengthen 
oversight and disease control 
compared to scattered farms.

“Bigger farms do not mean 
bigger outbreaks since 
centralised farms are easier 
to regulate and isolate,” Dr 
Lam told CodeBlue. “The 1999 
outbreak in Malaysia spread 
through small and medium 
farms with poor oversight.”

Dr Lam said centralisation 
can enable “strict  control 
measures, dedicated 
isolation zones for new and 
sick animals, centralised labs 
for routine screening and 
real-time data sharing and 
better reporting and 
traceability of livestock” .-

KUALA LUMPUR: The supply 
of chicken and eggs in the 
local market is expected to 
remain sufficient, with no 
anticipated disruptions, 
particularly ahead of the 
Ramadan period next month, 
said Agriculture and Food 
Security Minister Datuk Seri 
Mohamad Sabu.

He said that the projection 
was based on data from the 
ministry, which showed that 
the supply situation for both 
items is currently stable and

well within demand levels.

"However, there are several 
factors, such as smuggling, 
which could potentially 
disrupt market supply.

That is why we want all 
parties involved, including 
the relevant ministries, to 
strengthen enforcement and 
control efforts to prevent 
such activities from 
occurring.

"Concerning chicken imports, 

Chicken, Egg Supply Expected to Remain Sufficient Ahead of

Agriculture and Food Security Minister Datuk Seri Mohamad Sabu said that trhe supply of 
chicken and eggs in the local market is expected to remain sufficient, with no anticipated 

disruptions, particularly ahead of the Ramadan period next month. — BERNAMA
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the ministry will also ensure 
that imports remain 
balanced with local 
production, so as not to 
undermine domestic 
producers," he said during a 
question-and-answer session 
in the Dewan Rakyat, today.

He was responding to a 
supplementary question from 
Kalam Salan (PN-Sabak 
Bernam), on measures to 
ensure the stability of 
chicken supply in the market, 
while at the same time 
reducing reliance on imports 
to safeguard the income of 
small and medium-scale 
breeders.

Responding to a 
supplementary question from 
Datuk Dr Richard Rapu @ 
Aman Begri (GPS-Betong), on 
measures to assist small-
scale breeders facing 
pressure from rising chicken 
feed costs, Mohamad said 
that the Malaysian 
Agricultural Research and 
Development Institute 
(Mardi) and the Department 
of Agriculture had developed 
alternative raw materials for 
livestock feed.

He said these alternatives 
include the use of palm 
kernel, black soldier fly larvae 
and locally grown maize.

To date, a total of 15 
companies are involved in 
the local maize cultivation 
initiative, with the

government providing initial 
support in the form of 
financing and logistical 
assistance, he said.

Responding to Richard's 
original question on the 
ministry's strategy to assist 
small-scale breeders in 
transitioning to a closed coop 
system, Mohamad said the 
transformation process takes 
into account breeders' 
readiness, particularly in 
terms of infrastructure and 
logistical capacity.

"As of December 2025, a total 
of 19 financing facilities for 
the livestock subsector, 
amounting to RM62.7 million, 
have been approved.

"However, no subsidies have 
been provided specifically for 
the transition to a closed 
coop system," he said. — NST
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
